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VWhat You Need to Install Macintosh PC Exchange

To use Maci ntosh PC Exchange, you nust have Maci ntosh system software
version 7.0 or later. Macintosh PC Exchange doesn't work with system
sof tware version 6.

If you've already installed another PC disk mounting utility in your
Maci nt osh, be sure to renove it before installing Maci ntosh PC Exchange.
Then drag the PC Exchange icon into the Control Panels folder of your System
Fol der, and restart the Macintosh.

If you change the nanme of a PC-fornmat disk to a nane that's |onger than 11
characters, the disk name will be truncated when you viewit on a

I f Maci ntosh PC Exchange encounters a problemwhile formatting a disk, an
Updating Disk... dialog may appear. This dialog includes a progress bar
that shows the status of the updating process. To stop the disk from being
updated, click the Cancel button. This cancels the initialization process,
and the disk ejects fromthe disk drive.

In the PC Exchange control panel, you can't create an assignnent with a
bl ank DOS suffi x.

Sonetimes a Macintosh application programcan't interpret the file format of
a PC docunent. Wen this happens, the docunent's formatting displays



incorrectly, and you may see strange characters in the docunent. \Wen this
happens, try using another application, or translate the docunent into a
different file format using one of the file format translation utilities
avai l abl e for the Macintosh (like MacLinkPlus Translators from DataVi z).

Pai nt Prograns

Sone paint prograns, |ike MacPaint and SuperPai nt, save docunents onto
PC-format disks very slowy. To get around this, always save paint
docunents onto your conputer's hard disk. If you like, you can then copy

t he docunent onto a PC-format floppy disk.

G arisWwrks Version 1.0v2 or Earlier

Sone versions of ClarisWrks can't read or wite files on PC-format disks.
To open a PC docunent in CarisWrks, you nmust first copy the docunent onto
the hard disk. Al ways save O arisWrks docunments onto your hard disk.

Directory Assistance Il

You shouldn't use this programwhile the Maci ntosh PC Exchange control panel
is open. You can turn off Directory Assistance Il fromthe PC Exchange
control panel by holding down the Option key while you click the Add or
Change buttons in the control panel wi ndow. Using the PC Exchange control
panel tenmporarily disables Directory Assistance, and cl osing the PC Exchange
control panel automatically enables it.
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
