If you are running Appl eShare 1.1 under System 4.2 and Finder 6.0 on
Maci nt osh Pl uses and Maci ntosh SEs, and experiencing a problemwth file
creation dates, it is probably a versions-conpatibility problem

One exanpl e would be: looking at a directory on the server from any node, al
the file creation dates show the year as 2028. The sane files, when viewed
fromthe server, are marked 1988. When a file is nodified froma node and
viewed on the server, the date nodified is 1948.

Such an anomaly is usually noticed when the server is using a different version
of Appl eShare software than the workstations.

If the server is using vl.1l, nake sure that the workstations are using vi.1, or
both the server and workstations can be upgraded to v2.0.
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
