W were able to nulti-launch MacPaint 2.0, MacWite 5.0, and MacDraw Il using
Appl eShare 2.0.1. (W did not try the other applications.) These are the steps
taken to get the Finder to allow the applications to launch nmultiple tines:

Copy the applications to a folder on an Appl eShare 2.0.1 server.

Step 2
Using ResEdit 1.2b3, or later, turn on the shared bit of each application.

The flipping of the bundle bit should have no effect on whether an application
will multi-launch. However, older versions of ResEdit did accidentally switch
