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Macintosh 512K: How to L ocalize to Spanish

When trying to localize a Macintosh 512K, sone peopl e have reported that
the process resulted in the keyboard becom ng conpl etely unmapped. That
is, keys were interchanged throughout. This can happen when to the
standard U.S. Macintosh 512K keyboard (no numeric pad).

The problemresults fromthe U S standard keyboard having a different
nunber of keys than the international keyboard. The nunber of keys affects
the mapping. |If you are using a Spani sh keyboard, select "internationa
keyboard" fromthe Keyboard CDEV in the Control Panel. Using any Macintosh
Pl us keyboard also elimnates difficulties.
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
