AppleShare: How To Change Network CDEV to EtherTalk

VWhen using a Macintosh Il fam |y machi ne equi pped with EtherTal k cards and
runni ng Et herTal k only, as an Appl eShare server, how do | change the Contro
Panel's Network setting to EtherTal k?

Once Appl eShare is up and running, the Network CDEV cannot be changed to
Et her Tal k because Appl eTalk is active. The Chooser won't let ne turn off
Appl eTal k.

If I have the AppleTal k Internet Router running on the machine, it's no problem
because t he ATIR handl es the change.
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Here is a sinple way to do this:

1) Start up the Macintosh with a floppy, system disk.

2) Set the startup application for the Maci ntosh hard disk to be the Finder

This prevents Appl eShare from starting automatically the next time the
Maci ntosh is started up.

3) Restart the Macintosh fromthe hard disk. It should boot to the Finder
4) Use the Network CDEV to change fromBuilt-in to EtherTalKk.

5) Open the Server Folder and sel ect the AppleShare File Server application
(click it once). Set it as the startup application using the Special nenu's
Set Startup option. Be sure you don't select MultiFinder in this step
because the AppleShare File Server software is not MiltiFinder-conpatible.

6) Restart the Macintosh, and it should boot to the AppleShare File Server
sof tware, now using EtherTal k i nstead of Local Tal k.

Note that with EtherTalk version 1.2 and later, you can sw tch network
connections wi thout going through this process. The CDEV alerts you that
network services will be disconnected and unavailable until restarting. A
cancel option is avail able.
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
