The only tine we could duplicate this situation was when the Share button
wasn't selected in the Privil eges/Access Privileges...dialog. Once the
server volume was highlighted in this dialog and the Share button was
pressed, the error nessage about ProDOS pat hnanes didn't appear. (Wen the
Share button has been pressed and the volune is being shared, the Share
button's | abel changes to Unshare.)

The procedure for using the Share/ Unshare button is different in
Appl eShare 2.0. This difference in procedure may be causing the problem
