I need to transfer database information froma Tandy system running an
ENABLE- based program call ed Legis and a programcalled QA to M crosoft Wrks.
Do you know how to do this?
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We are not familiar with either Legis or Q%A. However, you can transfer
data from one database to another by way of several different nmethods. Any
of these nethods is fairly straightforward. The object is to find a common
link between the two systens and their associ ated databases. This nay be
matching file formats, a common file format, the ability to inport data
froma text file, or being able to read an incom ng data stream

You may be able to use a common file format, |like D F or SYLK, or save the
dat abase information to a text file and use the inport feature within M crosoft
Wrks to retrieve the information. In either case, you should be able to nove

the file fromthe Tandy to the Macintosh via the Apple PC 5.25 drive and Apple
Fi | e Exchange.

If you do not have access to an Apple PC 5.25 drive, the database-generated
text file also can be transferred between the systems using either PC MacLink
or a direct serial connection with a term nal package running on both systens.

Anot her nmethod of noving the information would be to use a network sol ution
i ke TOPS or Appl eShare PC, nmking the database files available to everyone.
Again, to make this a working solution, use a common file format.
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
