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G F, an interchange format designed by ConpuServe, is one of the npst-used file
formats for moving graphic i mages between different conmputer platforns.

Various utilities are available in both the Maci ntosh and Anmi ga public donain
arenas for converting standard graphic file formats to the G F interchange
format. Once in this format, just transfer the A F files to the Macintosh.

On the Macintosh side, there is a utility called Gffer that reads a AF file
and wites a PICT file. The PICT file can then be placed in the PageMaker
docunent s.
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
