The Conmilool Box does not provide support for socket-style programm ng while
using MacTCP. There are currently no commercial products that provide a
socket-style interface for MacTCP

There are two comercial products that provide an FTP server for the Macintosh.
They are:

- Advanced Software's TCPack. It supports Telnet and ftp (client and server)
pr ot ocol s.

- InterCon's TCP/ Connect Il. It supports Telnet, snnp, SLIP, nntp, POP2,
finger, sntp, and ftp (client and server) protocols.

There is a non-conmmercial (public donmain) product that provides an FTP server
for the Macintosh. That is NCSA Telnet fromthe University of Illinois at
Chanpaign. It supports telnet and ftp (client and server) protocols.

The University of Toronto has a MacTCP-based socket library. This is a
publ i c- domai n, non-supported product.

Novel | al so provides a socket-level interface to their TCP/IP product (LAN
wor kpl ace). This product is not based on MacTCP, but on their own TCP/IP
i mpl enent ati on.
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
