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The only way you can send a senicolon and not have it interpreted as the end of
a command is to have it enclosed w thin double quotes (";").

"This string contains a semicolon;"

The string you are sending nust be the entire string paraneter for that
speci fic MacWor kSt ati on command, although the conmand itsel f and any ot her

paranmeters woul d be outside the quoted string.
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
