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The add, multiply, and integer/SIN tests were done in a 25X25 matri x where the
result in each cell was dependent on another cell above or to the left of it.

CGeneral Conmments:

The hardware setup was as follows: Macintosh Il w 2nmb RAM 2-800k fl oppy
drives, 40My internal hard disk, 80My external hard disk, and a col or nonitor
All tests with the software were run fromthe 80My external hard disk. The
nmoni tor was set to color node with 256 grey levels for V1.01 tests. This was
the only change made fromthe previous conparison. For version 1.0 of Mac 286
and Soft PC, the nmonitor was set to nono and 2 grey |evels.

A problemin version Mac286 1.01 is that resizing the screen in graphics node
and then returning to text node causes a 1" nmargin on the left side of the
screen. This is only an annoyance, because you can avoid this probl em by
nmovi ng the horizontal scroll bar to the left and then back to the right edge
before returning to text nmode. Al so, Mac286 sonetimes "loses" the cursor when
running certain programs (Dollars and Sense, for exanple).
