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Macintosh Il: How To Simultaneously Access AppleShare And UNI X

It is possible for a Macintosh Il to have sinultaneous access of an Appl eShare
file server and a UNIl X machine. There are two ways to go about this.

The first way is to use K-Term and K- TALK/ Host software. K-Term provides a
mul ti-w ndow terminal enulator for the Macintosh. Wth it, a single Mcintosh
can ermulate as nmany as four ternminals for any UNI X host conputer running

K- TALK/ Host via the same Local Tal k cable. By naking Appl eTal k protocols

avail able to the UNIX system this software nmakes it possible for the UN X
systemto comruni cate wi th Appl eTal k devi ces.

Inportant: To run K-Term and K- TALK/ Host softwares, the Kinetics FastPath
gateway box is required between the UN X nachi ne and Appl eTal k.

The second way is to conbine UNI X and Local Tal k with NCSA Tel net 2.2 software.
Thi s package provides interactive access froma Macintosh Il to Tel net hosts on
TCP/ 1 P networks. The hardware configuration requires a Mcintosh connected to
Appl eTal k and a Kinetics FastPath that connects AppleTal k to Ethernet.
