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A Maci ntosh with MacTCP installed refuses to give up a dynamically
assigned | P nunber until the we restart the conputer.

If a Macintosh uses an application that requires an | P nunber fromthe
network (in this case a GatorBox and no MacTCP installed) and the
application is no longer in use, the IPis released for use by someone
else. This is what it's supposed to do.

When we add the MacTCP drivers and run an application that requires
MacTCP and an | P nunber, the Macintosh doesn't rel ease the |IP nunber,
even after quitting this program M explanation is the MacTCP drivers
are now | oaded into the Macintosh and reside there, holding on to the IP
nunber. Hence, until the machine is shut off or restarted, it doesn't
rel ease the nunber.

Is this normal, and should | ook for a way to rel ease t he nunber
wi t hout shutting off the Macintosh? O is this a bug that wll
be fixed or maybe soneone has come up with a fix?

I have been told that the node nunber and IP nunbers are all reset at
startup tinme. |Is this correct?
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You are correct; MacTCP doesn't rel ease an acquired |IP address until you
restart the Macintosh.

In the first instance you nention, an application has its owmn TCP/IP
driver; NCSA Telnet 2.3 (non-MacTCP) is a good exanple. Wen Telnet tries
to open a session, the built-in TCP/IP driver is opened and an | P address
is obtained. Wen you quit the application, the driver is renmoved from
nmenory and the I P address is rel eased.

Wth MacTCP, when an application or DA opens the driver, an IP address is
obtained. Since MacTCP is a systemw de resource not limted to a specific



application, the driver is not renmoved from nmenory when the application is
quit because other applications or DAs may be using the driver as well.
This causes the IP address to renain in use until you restart the conputer.

Thi s behavior is not a bug, and will not be changed in a future rel ease of
MacTCP
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
