There have been conpatibility problems with MacTerminal 2.0 and 2.1 using
System File version 4.1 and Finder 5.5. Typical problens include system
crashing while trying to print in MacTerni nal or crashing when quitting the
MacTer mi nal application. The problemis specific not to hardware but to the
conbi nati on of MacTermi nal version 2.1 and System 4.1. Because of this,
probl ems may occur on any Macintosh running the new system software.

To assure full conpatibility with system software and MacTerm nal 2.1,
MacTerminal 2.1 or earlier versions should use System4.0 or prior system
versions. You nay want to continue using System 3.2 included on the Master
di sk of MacTerminal 2.1. Users of Macintosh 512Ke and Maci ntosh 512K shoul d
continue to use System 3.2 and Fi nder 5. 3.

MacTerminal 2.2 is conmpatible with the new system software.

Appl e gui delines prohibit use of certain | ow nenory |ocations, and the new
system software enforces those guidelines. A systemerror occurs because
MacTerm nal, for historical reasons, uses a nenory |location |ocked by System
4.1 to prevent the use of reserved nenory.
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
