Here's the reason. Al present versions of MacTerm nal store text in the
data fork of the file, and information on carriage returns in its resource
fork. Wen MacTerninal opens the file, it conpares what the resource fork
states where the carriage returns should be |ocated with where they actually
exist in the data fork. |If the information differs, the file will not open

This is a known problemthat will nmost likely be elimnated in a future
version of MacTerminal. Until then, there are two wor kar ounds:

- edit MacTerm nal docunents only with MacTerminal, or
- edit MacTerm nal docunents with another application or desk accessory,
