A product like TSSnet sounds like it will do the job. Are there conparable
products that do not include a term nal enul ati on package (as TSSnet does)?
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There are many options to connect Maci ntosh conputers on Local Talk to a
VAX. However, since you already own MacTerminal 3.0 and want to retain
that investnent, this Iist narrows down a bit. One option is software from
Syner gy described here:

VersaTernBerver is a Mcintosh Connilool Box- based application which all ows
any Macintosh to act as terminal server. |t supports 24 output ports, and
two different input nmethods. Inputs can be AppleTal k ADSP Tool over
Local Tal k, VersaTerm Tel net Tool over Ethernet, and Appl e Mddem Tool over
serial line. Qutputs can be LAT Tool to VAX hosts, Telnet Tool to UN X
hosts, or Mddem and Serial Tools. Your Macintosh conputers on Local Tal k
can use the Appl eTal k ADSP Tool to the VersaTernterver, and then LAT from
the Server to the VAX. Each supports 24 output ports so you will need two
servers running
