During the first floppy disk installation procedure, it flagged the
Conmuni cati ons Tool box as al ready existing on the target disk. But when
installing the second floppy, it conplained because it didn't find a
Conmruni cati ons Tool box fol der where it expected to find or put various
tool s unique to MacTerni nal 3.0.

I created a Communi cati ons Tool box folder in ny System Fol der, and manual |y
copied the tools fromthe floppy disk. This didn't work when | tried to
run the application -- it sinply said it couldn't find any tools.

How do | resolve this problenf
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Here's how to install MacTerminal 3.0 on System 7.x:

The Installer on Disk 1 of the MacTerm nal 3.0 package installs the
Maci nt osh Conmuni cati ons Tool box. Since the Macintosh Communi cati ons
Tool box is built into System7.x, you don't need to run the Installer

1) Renove the Communications folder you created manually. In System7.x, the
Communi cations Tools reside in the Extensions folder in the System Fol der
Drag these Tools fromDisk 2 directly to the Extensions folder, or to a
cl osed System Folder, and System 7.x will put the Tools in the Extensions
fol der.

2) Create a new folder called MacTermi nal 3.0 on your hard disk, and
drag the MacTerni nal application and sanpl e session docunents fromthe
MacTerm nal disk to this new fol der.
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
