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Appl eTal k protocol, under certain conditions, sends packets out onto the
Et hernet network in which the Ethernet source address contains all 1s (Fs).

The packets with the "all Fs" as addresses are broadcast packets that are
sent out periodically by AppleTal k bridges. The Routing Tabl e Mai nt enance
Protocol (RTMP) is used by AppleTal k bridges to nmaintain their routing
infornation to enable themto send packets to the appropriate bridges and
net wor ks connected to those bridges.

It is part of the RTMP specification that, every 10 seconds, each Appl eTal k
bri dge sends a broadcast RTMP packet in order to keep the routing information
for the network current.
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
