SQL Server is the nane of the Database Server by M crosoft-Sybase. The
Server runs on OS/2, and uses Named Pipes as the network protocol. Naned
Pipes is a network extension to OS/2--Mcrosoft's answer for interprocess
comuni cations on DOS or OS/2 PC LANSs.

Gupta Technol ogi es’ SQ. Base servers run on either DOS or OS/ 2, and uses
Net Bl OS as the network protocol. QGupta told us that there is no way to
connect a Macintosh to SQL BASE
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
