SNAs ps 5250 al so supports standard Maci ntosh copy and paste techni ques,
enabling users to smoothly integrate AS/ 400 data into their Macintosh
applications. Access to AS/ 400 databases and files are provided by Apple's
Dat a Access Language (DAL) Server for AS/ 400.
