Conmmonl y, the Macintosh hard drive icon appears in the upper-right corner of
the Finder screen. Any floppy disk you insert is represented by an icon that
appears on the desktop, below the hard drive's icon

At Ease is an application programthat runs "on top of" the Finder to nmake the
Perfornma easier to use. Wth At Ease on, applications appear in an application
fol der on the screen, and docunents are represented as buttons in a Docunents
folder. There is no trash can, so nothing can be thrown away.

How Can | Tell whether I"'min At Ease or in the Finder?
Open the File nmenu.

« If you see Go To At Ease, you're in the Finder

« If you see Go To the Finder, you're in At Ease.

In both the Finder and At Ease, a nenu bar runs along the top of the screen
enabling you to performcertain tasks. The nenu bar al nost al ways displays an
Apple nenu and a File nenu on the left.

* a small picture of a Macintosh, if you're in the Finder, or

« alittle Macintosh next to a larger one in At Ease.
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
