There is an
application available under my Apple menu named Apple Video Player.  When I
select it, it indicates that the necessary video hardware is missing.  Should I
have gotten something else with my computer?

DISCUSSION ----------------------------------------------------

No.  The Apple Video Player software is provided so as to easily support the
Apple Video System, Apple TV/Video System, or Apple TV/FM Radio System (which
requires the Apple Video System).  These are available as options that can be
added to your computer system.

If the computer you are using does not have the necessary hardware installed,
Apple Video Player software will present the error message you described.

You may get a similar error message if you add the Apple TV Tuner card or Apple
TV/FM Radio System without having the Apple Video System card properly
installed.
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
