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The Assistant Tool box extensi on adds several features and functionalities to a
Power Book:

* Battery Managenent
The Assi stant Tool box adds to the base operating systems ability to better
manage battery life.

* Persistent RAM di sk

The Assistant Tool box gives the PowerBook the ability to save RAM di sk data to
the hard di sk when shutting down and read it back in when starting up. Normally,
a RAM disk is |ost when the Power Book conmputer is conpletely shut down.

* Sl eep Fkey
Usi ng the key sequence Command (Apple), Shift, O (the nunber), you can quickly
put the PowerBook to sleep.

* Later Laser

Later Laser allows deferred printing of docunents when the PowerBook conputer is
di sconnected froma printer or network. \Wien you reconnect, the docunents print
when the printer is available. Later Laser is only active when a |aser printer

i s chosen.

* SCSl Sl eep
SCSlI Sl eep mounts any previously connected hard drives as a Power Book cones out
of sl eep.

* Anti-Submarini ng Cursor

The Anti-Submarining Cursor feature corrects a software issue that caused the
"submarini ng" cursor effect on gray-scal e passive-matrix displays. "Submarining"
is when the cursor disappears as it is noved quickly. This is an inportant
feature for all PowerBooks, except the 170 and 180.



* Al ways Appl eTal k
The Al ways AppleTal k feature |lets you activate AppleTal k without restarting the
conput er.

Al of these features are built in to the Assistant Tool box extension and are
| oaded automatically when the extension is |oaded.
