the MPWIinstaller to fail. This problemis the result of these products doing
a HSet Vol by calling PBHSetVol.

nost frequently with TOPS from TOPS, a Sun M crosystens Conpany.

When you try to run the MPWinstaller while running a third-party INIT, you get
an error saying the "Dolt" script cannot be found. The nmessage appears when an
INIT uses PBHGet Vol to get and save the working directory and then tries to
restore the working directory using PBHSetVol. The result is that such an INIT
sets the working directory to the root of the volune containing the
installation volume. Note: Any nmention of installation in this article refers
to the procedure outlined in the "Macintosh Progranmmer's Wrkshop Devel opnent
Envi ronnent Reference, Volunme 1." Here are three workarounds for this problem

First, you can install MPWby hand and forego the MPWInstaller. However, this
does not stop problens caused by INITs that use PBHSetVol. Any INT that uses
PBHSet Vol interferes with the setting of the working directory any tinme you
insert a disk while running MPW After inserting a disk, the problem manifests
itself when:

- MPWtries to access a script in the current directory.
- Atool tries to open a file in the current directory.

In both of these cases, a "directory :
restores your environnent.

Second, you can install MPWw thout the INIT running. In the case of TOPS,
restart while holding dowmn the Command key. During the restart process, TOPS
will bring up a dialog asking if you want to install TOPS. Answer no, and
proceed to install MPW3.0.

Third, you can nodify the installation script by follow ng the procedure
descri bed bel ow



1) OQpen up the file "Startup" in the Installation Folder using any
editor that can read text files.

2) Search for the line: "Dolt copyStuff >= errorFile" and insert the line

"directory :" inmediately before it. This forces the MPWShell to
reset the working directory to Installation Folder before running the
"Dolt" script.

3) Save the "Startup" file and then do the installation procedure
outlined in the "Macintosh Progranmer's Wrkshop Devel opnent Envi r onment
Ref erence, Volune 1."
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
