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MacAPPC does not inherently provide AFP-conpatible file services for the
Maci nt osh. MacAPPC i s a devel opnent tool kit that allows the user to wite
customtransaction prograns to provide a variety of functions to the end user
using the LU6.2 verb set.

To Apple's knowl edge, there is no AFP-conpatible file service available for any
| BM nmai nf rane operating system Soneone could wite one, using MacAPPC, but

t hey woul d have to inplenent AFP on the nainframe end and create a custom
application for the Maci ntosh. The Maci ntosh side would have to be witten to
"tunnel " or encapsul ate AFP frames within SNA. One would have to exam ne their
environnent a bit closer to get a handle on what nainfrane conponents woul d be
required to acconplish this.

However, using APPC as a basis, a "sinple" file server on the mainfrane could
be created which would allow the devices on the renote network to connect to
it. This, however, would not be an AFP-conpatible file server.

Sonething to investigate is a package called XCOM 6.2 from Legent Corp
(formerly Spectrum Concepts). XCOM currently in devel opnent, sits on top

of MacAPPC and pernits file transfers to an IBMnmainframe with a HyperCard
front end. This package will support binary formats, allow ng you to
distribute Macintosh files fromthe mainfrane, as well as text. Spectrum
Concepts likes to position this as an RIJE repl acenent package. This package,
however, will not give you AFP/ Appl eShare | ook, feel, or functionality.

If there are 3X74 renote controllers installed, a 3270 file transfer package,
like Avatar's, can provide a sinmilar service in the 3270 world. A 3X74

repl acenent with simlar capability is the Netway 1000. These packages all ow
MacBi nary transfers, in addition to regular binary and text. These also do not
have an AFP/ Appl eShare | ook and feel. DCA s Maclrma and Simware could al so be
used, but they provide binary and text transfers only, not McBinary.

By using these packages in conjunction with a TSO partitioned data set, one
could create a "sinmple" file server, but wthout the ease of operation of
Appl eShare. Transport, in this instance, is file transfer. By transferring
the files as text, one could share files with | BM PCs.
