Under the Macintosh OS, the MPW3.0 C conpiler was witten to nove towards the
ANSI draft standard, but since the standard is at a draft stage, engineering
has a noving target.

However, if you read Appendix D of the MPW 3.0 C reference manual (APDA
#MD022LL/ A) you will see that the najority of the changes to the C conpiler
were inmplemented for ANSI conpatibility.
