Envel ope Paper Types and the LaserWiter GX Driver

The LaserWiter GX printer driver handles three types of No. 10 envel opes.
However, each of the three types is designed for a different type of LaserWiter
printer. Your choice of envel ope shoul d be based on how your printer feeds



envel opes fromthe paper input tray:

- "Envelope - Center Fed" is for printers that feed the envel ope in the
center of the paper input tray.

"Envel ope - Edge Fed" is for printers that feed the envel ope on the left
edge of the paper input tray.

"No. 10 Envelope" is for certain new printers (e.g., the LaserWiter
16/ 1600PS) that use a different method of determ ning paper size.

Opening and cl osing the cover on your
printer will clear it.
