1) Modul ar Maci ntosh conputers (llvx, Ilvi, Centris 610, Centris
650, and the Quadra 800) that are ordered with internal CD ROM
drives. Instead, they get a CO-ROMentitled, "CD Install M
First". This bootable CD-ROM can be used to install System
Software and it contains disk i mages of the System di sks so the
user can create their own disks. The sane Maci ntosh conputers
ordered without internal CD-ROMdrives still include System
Software diskettes in the accessory kit.

2) Macintosh Performa system purchasers are encouraged to inmedi ately
do a hard di sk backup using the Backup & Restore programthat is
found on the hard disk. This will insure they have a system backup
if there is a problemat a l|ater date.
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
