Wth the icon of a folder selected, Command-right arrowwill flip the
triangl e down and display the contents of the folder just like clicking on
the triangle; Command-left arroww Il flip the triangle back up and hide
the contents of the folder.

If you want to view the contents of that folder in a separate w ndow,
doubl e-click the folder icon, or select the icon and choose Qpen fromthe
File menu.
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
