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In System 7, control panels open as though they were applications. Just
doubl e-click their icons, and you have access to the control panel you
want .

An alias for the Control Panels folder is in the Apple Menu Itens fol der
maki ng the control panels even easier to use. The alias in the Apple nenu
al so provides interface conmpatibility for System 6.0.x users. You can have
nore than one Control Panel open at the sane tine.

To install a new control panel, sinply drag its icon onto the System Fol der
icon. It will automatically be put into the Control Panels folder. (You
can nove control panels directly to the Control Panels fol der yourself, of
course.) Control panels can be put anywhere for quick access: on the
desktop, in a folder, in the Apple nenu, and so on. But if a control pane
has INIT code that needs to be | oaded at startup, it rmust be in the System
Fol der or the Control Panels fol der.

Some functions that once were adjustable only with ReskEdit ™can now be
nodi fied by control panels. The settings you can adjust in the control
panel s include, but are not limted to:

Font and type size used by the Finder for icon names
- lcon size and attributes listed in list views

Icon layout in icon views

- Menory control



- Pattern and col ors of the desktop

- Date, time, and display of tine

- Speaker volune and alert sound

- Relative distance the pointer noves on screen when you nove the nouse

- Relative positions of multiple nonitors

- Nunber of colors or shades of gray displayed

- Disk drive to be used for startup (startup vol une)

- Label nanes and col ors available for icons

- Special aids for using the keyboard and nouse

- File sharing setup and programto-program connecti ons
