2) dick the box next to "RAM Di sk Size" and select the size. |If the size
you want is not listed, select "other" fromthe nmenu and choose the
desired size. Note that a minimal System7 install for a Mcintosh

Portabl e is about 971K.

A di al og box appears telling you that the new RAM di sk will be created
when the systemis restarted.

3) After closing the control panel, select Restart fromthe Special menu.

To make the RAM disk the Startup disk with a System Fol der:
1) Run the Installer programas you would with any other vol une.

2) When the installation process is finished, open the Control Panels
fol der and choose the Startup Device control panel.



3) dick the RAM di sk to use as your startup vol une.
4) After closing the control panel, select Restart fromthe Special nenu.
Concerned about losing the information on a RAM di sk? There are only two
ways to erase a RAM di sk on the Maci ntosh Portabl e:

- Renpve all files fromthe RAM di sk and sel ect "none" fromthe
"RAM Di sk Size" pop-up nmenu in the Portable control panel.

- Renpve both batteries fromthe Maci ntosh Portabl e.
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
