Even after you have configured your Sharing Setup control panel, no one,
not even the Guest account, can gain access to your systemuntil you have
configured folders or disks to be shared. File sharing won't happen until
you give access to sonething to be shared--either folder or disk.

The appearance of a shared fol der changes. Wen a folder has been
configured to be shared, there will be network cables pictured at the
bottom of the folder. Wen another user is using the folder, faces appear
on the folder.

Once a folder has been shared, no fol der above it in the disk hierarchy, or
the disk itself, can be shared. If you try to do this, a dialog box wll
tell you the itemcould not be shared.

For exanple, if you share a folder on a hard disk, and then try to share
the hard disk, the systemw |l conplain. You nust turn off sharing on the
fol der before the systemw |l allow you to nark the entire disk for

shari ng.

However, the opposite is not true. If folder A contains folder B, and
folder Ais shared, you may still share folder B. This enables you to set
di fferent pernissions on folder B fromthose on fol der A
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
