File sharing strengths are based on the accessibility of files to others on
your network. File sharing can make fol ders, hard disks, and CD ROWs

avail able to others. Users manipulate the files as if the files were |oca
to their systens.

Program | i nki ng, on the other hand, is an automated progranmm ng effort in
whi ch applications are working with and mani pul ati ng ot her applications.

In configuring programlinking, one elenent is simlar to file sharing. To
make a program avail able for |inking, you choose Sharing fromthe File
menu. There is never a conflict between the two because you may share only
di sks or folders, and you may |ink only application prograns.
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
