Yes. This is an enhanced feature of System7. It prevents active w ndows

fromgetting in your way while you are noving icons.

To make a wi ndow active, sinply click the window If you click an icon, the
wi ndow activates when you rel ease the nouse button. If you click el sewhere
in the window (not an icon), the wi ndow activates when you press the nouse
but t on.

This is different from System 6, in which wi ndows are always activated on
nouse- down.

This allows you to nove an icon froman inactive wi ndow to another w ndow
wi t hout having the inactive wi ndow becone active and possi bly cover other
items on your desktop.

Movi ng an icon froman inactive wi ndow to another inactive w ndow | eaves
the currently-active wi ndow active. This way you can nove an icon from an
i nactive window to an inactive wi ndow wi thout naking either active. Al so,
if you want to nove a wi ndow without making it active, hold down the
Conmmand key and drag the wi ndow (by clicking in the title bar).
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
