Be careful when installing System 7 over any version of System 6,
especially versions earlier than 6.0.5. This article tells you the steps
to take and the precautions to observe when installing System 7 over
System 6.
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1) Be sure to search the entire hard disk for nultiple systemfol ders, and
renmove all but the nmain System Fol der.

Use the Find File DA in System6 to find nultiple system fol ders.
Note that you may have to do this a nunber of times. |If there are
multiple system fol ders, THRON AWAY any extras and enpty the Trash.
| MPORTANT NOTE: Altering a System Folder by renanming it and renoving
the Finder does not work with versions earlier than 6.0.5; the Macintosh
may crash or hang on startup.

2) Run the Compatibility Checker.

3) There are two ways to proceed in this step:

e Install System 7 over System 6.

To do this, sinply start up fromthe Install 1 disk and run the
Install er program

» Alternatively, trash the remaining Systemand Finder files, renane the
System Fol der, and install System?7.

Use this procedure if you' ve had problens installing over System 6.



The Installer won't nove any of the System6 files into the new System
Fol der. You can manual ly nove sone files fromthe old System Fol der
such as INITs, cdevs, fonts, and application Preference files or
folders. Unknown or untested software may conflict.
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
