The probl em occurs only when the creation time of the System7 files ends
in an odd- nunbered second. This is due to the way M5-DOS and t he Novel
server keep tine. They understand only even-nunbered seconds. 1In the
rel eased version of System?7, all files have creation tinmes with

even- nunbered seconds.
