But if the suggested nmenory size for
PrintMonitor is adequate, and there is plenty of RAMfor PrintMnitor to
expand, this error nessage indicates there is a problemw th the

Print Moni tor application.

Wien trying to print in the background under System 7, a "Not enough
menory" error might indicate a damaged PrintMnitor application. Wen this
occurs, install a new copy of PrintMmitor fromthe Install 1 disk. Either
install this file using the Installer program or sinply drag it over. The
waiting print jobs will print as soon as you install the new PrintMonitor

You may also want to run Disk First Aid, but this isn't always necessary.
To avoid this kind of damage to PrintMnitor in the future, upgrade your

system software with the System 7 Tune-Up. Revised LaserWiter drivers in
the Tune-Up prevent PrintMnitor fromgetting danaged as it occasionally

did before. The current version of System7 Tune-Up is 1.1.1.
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
