2) Run the install fromthe System 6.0.7 disk.

3) Be sure to click on Switch Di sk and E ect Di sk buttons as needed.

4) Insert the new formatted di sk and do a minimuminstall for Macintosh
Plus (this | eaves about 435K avail abl e).

Fol | ow these steps to install the StyleWiter software:

1) Insert the StyleWiter Installation disk.
2) Custominstall for the TrueType (INIT) - 101K and the StyleWiter
driver (163K).

You shoul d now have about 150-170K avai l abl e.

Fol | ow these steps to install the individual TrueType fonts (renmenber that the
fonts each take up 60-70K):

1) Insert the TrueType fonts disk fromthe StyleWiter package.

2) Open the Font/ DA Mover.

3) The right w ndow should show information (fonts) in the Systemfile.

4) dick on Open in the right w ndow.

5) Shift-click to select the desired fonts. (Please note at this point you
probably can only select two fonts because of mnimal space left on the
di sk.)

6) dick on Copy.

7) Restart the conputer fromyour new startup disk.
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
