Printer Description) file.

As a workaround, | manually select the PPD file in the

LaserWiter 8.0 driver, and click "Use Generic." | amable to select
the "A4" paper size in the Page Setup dial og box, however, if | close
t he Page Setup di al og box and reopen it, the paper size indicated is

"Qther" and not "A4". \Why?
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The fundanental problemhere is that the "A4" paper size is not
included in the "LaserWiter" PPD as an option. W have reported this
as a bug to engineering.

W were also able to verify the problemwi th "A4" switching to "OQt her"
in Page Setup while using the Generic PPD. This has been reported to
engineering as a separate bug. Upon speaking w th engineering,
"Qther" is being substituted because of an anonaly between the driver
and the PPD on the A4 page specification.

Until these bugs are fixed, a suggestion would be to use the Ceneric
PPD (ignoring that "Qther" is substitued) or use the LaserWiter 7.1.2
driver.
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
