"standards" created by the Apple Inmagi ng hardware group and these sane
standards apply to all LaserWiters since the LaserWiter IINT, with a
few exceptions. Al of the nmargins are based on what the maxi num
i mageabl e areas are for the various print engines. Wen a different PPD
(PostScript Printer Description) is selected for a different printer,

t hese val ues may change to reflect the inageable area for that print
engi ne.

2) In terns of your question with "Larger Print Area", the nmargins
di spl ayed are in fact the mininmum margins that create a boundary for the
maxi mum i mageabl e (or printable) area. NOTE: Even though Larger Print
Area is selected, the naxi mum printable area may not be achi eved unl ess
an application specifically supports those m ni nrum nargi ns.
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
