The publish and subscribe feature is good for allowi ng prograns (and their
docunents) to share data, while programlinking using Appl eEvents all ows
progranms to comunicate with each other--not only to send and receive data
but also to provide services to and request services fromthe other

pr ogr am

Publ i sh and subscribe are used when

- you woul d otherwi se copy and paste the sane dat a;

- the data involved will probably not be changed by the users who
subscribe to it;

- the data is likely to be widely distributed--as in a large witing
proj ect;

- one docunent needs data from several other docunents.



Appl i cations use Appl eEvents to:

- get data fromanother programif the details of the request change
slightly each tine;

- get another programto nmanipul ate and return a set of data;

- configure and control a variety of prograns.
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
