It won't affect the tine
Power Tal k will wait for the destination device.

Direct AppleTalk mail and mail sent through PMSAMs will attenpt
delivery indefinitely. Server-based nmail is returned as soon as the
mail is determ ned undeliverable or after five days.

Mail with Waiting status in the out-tray isn't deleted automatically.
Mail with Done status is deleted after aging the nunber of days
