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This article takes you through all preparation, installation, and
post-installation steps you should take to properly install system software
version 7.1 on a Maci ntosh conputer
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Print and read the Read Me file, located on the Tidbits disk inside the Apple
Uilities folder. This file contains current information on System7.1. Also,
system di sks supplied with Maci ntosh computers come with an Install M First
disk. |If you have this disk, followthe instructions on it.

If you do not have an Apple hard drive, or use third-party software to fornmat
your hard drive, verify that the formatting software is conpatible with System
7.1. Contact the software devel oper

System software version 7.1 requires a Maci ntosh conputer with at |least 2 MB of
RAM (4 MB of RAMis strongly recomended), and a hard disk with at |east 5 MB of
di sk space avail abl e.

You can install over System6 or System 7, or on a hard drive that does not have
a System Folder. The Installer cannot install on a hard drive with System5 or
earlier. If you have Systemb5 or earlier, it is inmportant to follow the
instructions for a clean installation. These instructions can be found in a

rel ated docunent titled "System 7.1 Clean Installation"

Back Up Your Hard Di sk

Copy the data on your hard disk to another hard disk or to floppy disks. There
are several software utilities available that performthis operation. O you
can select the itens you want to copy, and then drag themto the di sk where you
want to copy them |If you cannot copy everything, at |east copy your System
Fol der to anot her di sk.

Check Avail able Hard Di sk Space

Be sure you have at |least 5, 120K (5 MB) of disk space available on the hard
drive where you plan to install the systemsoftware. To check di sk space, foll ow



t hese steps:

1) Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple nmenu.

2) Double-click the Views control panel to open it.

3) In the Views control panel, check "Show disk info in header"
4) Open your hard disk's w ndow.

The amount of avail abl e di sk space appears in the upper-right corner of any open
wi ndow.

If there is less than 5, 120K available, you will need to del ete sone unnecessary
files by dragging themto the Trash. Choose Enpty Trash fromthe Special nenu
and you will have nore di sk space avail abl e.

Check Compatibility
If you are upgrading froman earlier version of System7 to 7.1, check the
Software Conpatibility list.

If you are upgrading from System 6, run Conpatibility Checker 2.0. It is
a stand-al one application that you run follow ng these steps:

1) Copy the Conpatibility Checker 2.0 application to your hard disk.

2) Double-click the Conpatibility Checker icon to |launch the
application. The Introduction screen appears.

3) dick the continue button

4) dick the OK button if you want Conpatibility Checker to scan all of
your hard disks. Otherw se, click the check boxes to desel ect any
hard di sk you don't want scanned. A dialog box nmarks the scanni ng
pr ogress.

5) If Conpatibility Checker finds potentially inconpatible itens, a
wi ndow appears.

6) Cick one of the two buttons at the bottom of the wi ndow. If you
click the Move button, it noves the itens to a folder on the hard
di sk naned "May Not Work Wth System7.1." In either case,
Conpatibility Checker's report w ndow appears.

7) Use the Sections nenu to navigate around the report. (It is best to
print the report and use it as a guide to update your software if

necessary.)

8) When you are finished with Conpatibility Checker, click the Quit
button. A dial og box appears, asking if you want to save the report.

9) After you have mamde your choi ce, another dial og box appears if you



previously noved itenms out of your System Fol der.

10) Review the report, following the instructions detailed there.
Vendors are the best source of information; please contact them
directly if you have any questi ons.

Virus and Security Software

If you have installed virus protection or security software, you will need to
renove themfromthe system Follow renoval instructions in the user nanual
provided with the software.

Run Disk First Aid

Disk First Aid can detect and repair problens that an Apple hard disk. Be sure
you followed the instructions under "Virus and Security Software" before you
begi n.

1) Start up with the Disk Tools disk. To do this, turn on your
Maci ntosh. If it is already on, select Restart fromthe Special nenu.

2) Put the Disk Tools disk in the main floppy drive right after you
hear the chinme. The Di sk Tool s disk icon appears in the upper-right
corner of the desktop.

If it does not appear there, select Restart fromthe Special nenu.
The disk ejects -- push it back into the drive inmediately.

3) Double-click the Disk First Aid icon, and make sure the startup disk is
selected. |If it is not, click the Drive button to select the startup
hard di sk.

4) dick on Open and then on Start. Disk First Aid will check your hard
di sk for any potential problenms. |If it finds problenms, you should |et
the software repair them

5) Repeat this procedure for each hard disk attached to the system

6) Wien you are finished verifying the hard di sks, choose Quit fromthe File
menu to return to the desktop.

If Disk First Aid cannot repair a hard disk, you should back up the hard disk
and reinitialize it using the appropriate formatting utility for that drive.
For Apple drives, use Apple HD SC Set up.

Update Hard Di sk Drivers

Drivers are small pieces of software that tell your hard disk how to interact
wi th your Macintosh conmputer. You nust update these drivers on an Apple hard
di sk before installing System 7.0 or higher. (Please note: if you already have
an earlier version of System 7, you do not need to upgrade your drivers.)

If you don't have an Apple hard disk or use third-party software to format your



di sk, do not use the Apple HD SC Setup utility. However, you should contact
your hard disk vendor to verify that your formatting software is conpatible with
system software version 7.1.

If you have an Apple hard drive, you should update the drivers with the version
of Apple HD SC Setup that's on the Di sk Tool s di sk.

1) Follow the instructions nunbered 1 and 2 in the "Run Disk First
Ai d" section to start up your Macintosh with the D sk Tools disk.

2) Double-click the Apple HD SC Setup icon.
3) dick the Update button in the dialog box that appears. If the
update is successful, it will display the nessage "Driver Update

Successful ly Conpl eted. "

(NOTE: If the Update button is dimmed, no update is required or a
third-party utility was used to format the hard disk.)

4) dick the Quit button.
Install System 7.1

System 7.1 software consists of either:

e A set of nine 800K disks: Disk Tools, Install, Install 2, Install 3,
Printing, Fonts, Fonts 2, Tidbits, and Tidbits 2, or

e Aset of six 1.44 MB (High Density or FDHD) disks: Disk Tool s,
Install, Install 2, Printing, Fonts, and Tidbits.

1) If you are installing from1.44 MB disks, start your Macintosh

conputer. If it is already on, select Restart fromthe Special nenu.
Put the Install disk in the main floppy drive right after you hear
t he chi me.

If you are installing from 800K disks, start up fromthe Disk Tools
di sk. Then eject the Disk Tools disk and insert the Install disk.
Since the 800K Install disk doesn't contain a Systemfile, you cannot
use it as a startup disk. You will have to swap between the D sk
Tools and Install disks 4 to 6 tinmes before the Installer begins.

A wel come nessage appears.

2) dick the OK button. The Easy Install w ndow appears.
At this point you have two options:

 Easy Install, which installs the Macintosh system software and
printer software reconmended for your conputer, or

e Custonize Install, which lets you override the recomended
sof tware and choose the software you want install ed.



Not e For Maci ntosh Quadra, PowerBook, and LC Users: Wen installing
System 7.1 on the Quadra 700, 900, and 950; Macintosh LC and LClI;
and Power Books 100, 140, and 170, use the Easy Install option, or
choose "System software for any Maci ntosh” in the Custom Install

wi ndow. Do not use CustomlInstall for other software choices -- the
Monitors control panel will not install properly if you use this
option.

VWhen a wi ndow appears, click the Switch Disk button to select the
di sk you want to install with system software.

Select the itens you want to install. Press the Shift key, and click
to select multiple itens. Your sel ections appear beneath the
scrol ling w ndow.

When you have nade your selections, click the Install button. Messages

appear, pronpting you for the proper disks. You will see a nessage
telling you that installation is conplete.

Cick the Quit button.

someone has previously set it up, you can install System 7.1 over a
wor k:

Connect to the shared disk that contains the Net Install folder.
Open the Net Install folder.
Doubl e-click the Installer icon.

Foll ow the instructions under "Easy Install" or "Custom ze Install,"”
whi ch appear earlier in this docunent.



If Installation Fails

If a normal installation fails, you need to do a "clean" system software
installation. If you want to use the fonts installed in your old systemfile,
you'll have to tenporarily renove them

e If you are currently using systemsoftware version 7.0 or 7.0.1,
doubl e-click the Systemfile and renpve any needed fonts or sounds from
the Systemfile.

e Wth versions of System 6, use Font/DA Mwver to save fonts and desk
accessories to a font suitcase.

Start up with the Disk Tools disk. To do this, shut down the Macintosh, insert
the Disk Tools disk into the floppy drive, then startup your Macintosh.

If the computer ejects the Disk Tools disk and will not start up fromit, be
sure you have an Apple SuperDrive (formerly called FDHD). |f your conputer does
not have a SuperDrive, you need 800K disks. Call the Apple Order Center to get
t hem

If you al ready have 800K di sks, and your computer will not start up fromthe

Di sk Tool s di sk, you may have a conputer that will not start up from System 6.
Boot fromthe Disk Tools disk that shipped with your Maci ntosh and follow the
instructions in a related docunent titled "System 7.1 Cean Installation". A
clean systeminstallation will create a conpletely new System Fol der on the hard
di sk. This new System Fol der will have fresh copies of all the system
conponents.

After Installation is Conplete

If you want to use the fonts and desk accessories that were installed in your
old Systemfile, drag the font files to the new System Fol der on your hard
drive. The systemw |l automatically place the fonts into the Font folder. Drag
t he desk accessories to the Apple Menu Itens fol der.

If you installed any software that nodified your old Systemfile, you need to
reinstall that software after you install System7.1. Delete the old Systemfile
fromthe desktop. The Installer programdoesn't install QuickTine 1.5
automatically. Use the QuickTime disk to install the QuickTi ne extension.

If you need to create an enpty suitcase, duplicate an existing suitcase. Drag
the contents of the duplicated suitcase to the Trash. You can duplicate the
remai ni ng suitcase whenever you need one.
