If you have MacTCP 1.1 or earlier installed on your Mcintosh, renove it from
your System Fol der before you upgrade to System 7.1. The systemw |l crash when
you start up if you don't do this.

Whi ch Version of MacTCP should | use?

Both MacTCP 1.1.1 and later are conpatible with System 7. 1.

MacTCP 1.1.1 and later versions offer better support for larger "Hosts" files
and for extension products, such as:

* Appl eTal Kk Renpte Access (ARA)
* Serial Line IP (SLIP)
e Point-to-Point Protocol drivers (PPP)

As of Novenber 1993, the current version of MacTCP is 2.0. 4.

Changes to the Distribution and Update Process

Wth the release of MacTCP 1.1.1 and | ater versions, there are sone changes in
the distribution and update process. Depending on how you obtained earlier
versions, the method of obtaining new versions varies:



e Current MacTCP site |license users receive the MacTCP 1.1.1 update
free of charge. Developers with MacTCP comercial distribution
licenses and custoners with MacTCP internal use |licenses have been
sent updates. Developers or customers with these |icenses, who
haven't yet received their update, should contact Apple Software
Li censi ng.

e Purchasers of the single user license of MacTCP 1.1 from APDA can
obtain the MacTCP Devel oper Upgrade Kit (R0446LL/A) for a fee from
APDA. The upgrade kit is only for MacTCP 1.1 custonmers who don't
presently have a MacTCP conmercial distribution license or internal
site |icense.

e Custoners who received MacTCP as part of MacX will be updated through
MacX 1.2 update programs. You can order the MacX 1.2 update see your
| ocal dealer. This upgrade is for MacX 1.0, 1.1, or 1.1.7 and A/ UX
custoners. Proof of purchase is required.

e MacTCP 2.0.2 is available on the price list as TCP/IP Connection for
the Maci ntosh, or TCP/IP Adninistration for the Macintosh.

e MacTCP 2.0.4 is an update in a patch to update MacTCP 2.0. 2.

 Purchasers of a conmercial retail product that included MacTCP shoul d
contact the product's devel oper for details of any updates they nay
of fer.
