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What is QuickTine, and How Is It Used?

QuickTine is the nultinedia architecture for the Macintosh famly. It
al l ows any col or-capabl e Maci ntosh to integrate dynam c data types such as
vi deo, sound, and aninmation into presentations, training materials, and
docunents. Hundreds of commercial applications support QuickTimne.

Qui ckTi ne appeals to a broad range of users in nunmerous industries, who use
Qui ckTine for training, entertainnent, conmunication, and presentations.

The Qui ckTine architecture has four key conponents:

e True synchroni zation of streans of information in tinme -- video and
sound, for exanple.

e Avariety of conpression schenes, to nminimze storage requirenments.

e A standard graphical interface for navigating, manipulating, and editing
dat a.

e« Arich, flexible file format that readily accommodates these new
i nformation types.
