The Hardware System Update 1.0 is provided on a high density fl oppy
disk. It isn't provided on an 800K di sk because the fixes it contains
apply only to Maci ntosh nodels with SuperDrives.
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What the Update Does

The Update provides systemlevel inprovenents that fine-tune the
system cl ock and nake hi gh-speed nodem conmuni cati ons nore reliable
for users of Macintosh LC, LC I, Ilsi, Ilvx, Ilvi, Cassic Il, Quadra
900, and 950 systens.

In addition, the Update addresses a possible floppy drive problemfor
some users of the Macintosh Ilsi, Ilci, Ilvx, Ilvi, Quadra 700 and
950. The update elininates possible problens encountered when

ej ecting disks during system shut-down.

It updates the Menory control panel to version 7.1.1 to inprove
performance in certain |ow nenory conditions. This affects the
Maci ntosh Ilvx and Il1vi, all PowerBook nodels, and all Mcintosh
Quadr a nodel s.

Future versions of System 7 will include these enhancenents.
