The enabler is automatically installed when
t he Express Modem software 1.0.1 is installed.

System Enabl er 111 version 1.0.2 will work on the PowerBook 160 and 180 wi t hout
an Express Modeminstalled, so | suspect you may have downl oaded the "corrupted”
enabl er that was posted on Appl eLink. W replaced the corrupted enabler, and
you can downl oad the enabl er from Appl eLi nk agai n.
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
