If | install one of the Language Kits (with 24-bit addressing ON), the
Installer crashes while nerging the TrueType fonts. This ONLY happens
when installing on Maci ntosh conputers with non 32-bit clean ROV
(Macintosh I, Il1x, SE/30, Ilcx) that also have the 32-bit System
Enabl er install ed.

Installing with 32-bit addressing turned ON has no probl ens.
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This probl em has been duplicated and reported to Appl e engineering. The
only workaround at this time is to turn ON 32-bit addressing while
installing the Language Kits with these types of Macintosh computers,
(Macintosh I, Il1x, SE/30, Ilcx) that have the 32-bit System Enabl er
instal | ed.
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
