RAM Di sk Support on Quadra and Power Book Computers Support for RAM Di sk on
t he Maci ntosh Portable was noved fromthe Portable control panel to the
Menory control panel. Mnor internal changes were nade to all of the
"panel s" inside nenory. Specifically, the virtual nmenory and RAM Cache
"panel s" were updated to work correctly with the new RAM di sk and to work
with the existing RAM di sk on Maci nt osh Portabl e conmputers. The previous
version of the Menory control panel would |let users reduce the size of the
virtual menory backing store (by reducing virtual nenory). This change
woul d take effect before restarting. This was corrected under 7.0.1 to
occur at restart.

Port abl e
The screen brightness and contrast sliders previously found in Portable

were renmoved. The Power Book family has hardware controls on the front to
control contrast and brightness. For the Cassic famly, Mcintosh



Portabl e, and PowerBook 100, a dedicated control panel called "Brightness"
provi des control of the overall screen brightness. RAMdisk controls for

t he Maci ntosh Portabl e previously found in Portable have noved to Menory.
Port abl e supports internal nodens in PowerBook 140 and 170 as well as in

t he Maci ntosh Portable.

Bri ght ness

The brightness control panel supports Macintosh Portable, Cassic, Oassic
1, and PowerBook 100 conputers. The control panel is a sinple slider that
controls overall screen brightness.

Net wor k

M ni mal Networ k changes support on-board Sonic Ethernet for the Quadra
famly.

Battery

Battery was updated to work with the PowerBook family. Battery now
provides users with a button to put the conputer to sleep i mediately.

Caps Lock

The Caps | ock indicator panel places a visual indicator of the state of the
Caps Lock key on the right end of the nenu bar. Available only on

Power Books.

Fil e Sharing Extension

An internal 4K file sharing buffer was increased to 5K Wth the increased
performance of the Quadra famly's built-in Ethernet, a slightly |arger
buffer increased the file sharing throughput by 2 tines on those conputers.
Cache Switch

There's a new control panel for the Quadra conputers to disable or enable
the 68040 cache. The control panel sinply sets a PRAM byte and the System
does all the work at the next startup.

General 68040 conpatibility changes.

M nor changes to support new hardware and to change a fornmat-ti me node
sel ect.

System Fil e

Keyboard patch wakes up sl eeping Putter (Mcintosh O assic) keyboards.
Supports the 53C96 SCSI chip found in the Quadras and Power Books 140
and 170. At startup, a linked patch was added to wait for all SCS
drives connected at the previous startup to spin up before continuing
the launch. This is for Maci ntosh Quadras and Power Books 140 and 170
only.

M nor Local Tal k changes for 68040 conpatibility.

M nor changes to Gestalt 'Iram, 'ram', and 'kbd ' selectors for RAM
di sk/ Power Book keyboard support.

Updated _hwPriv CPU cache nmanagenent and di spatch routines.
Updat ed keyboard maps for Key Caps (PowerBook keyboard).
Supports the new Maci nt osh Power Book 140/ 170 power nanager.

Startup code inhibits 68040 cache dependi ng on setting of Cache Switch
CDEV.

Bi t mapped system fonts were nmarked unpurgeable in System 7.0. These
are now mar ked purgeabl e under 7.0.1.

Tool Box

SANE (St andard Appl e Nunerics Environnment) performance was i nproved
vi a backpatching. The new SANE is functional on all conputers with a
Il1ci class universal ROMand a Floating Point Unit. 1It's occasionally
noti ceable in applications that use SANE on conputers with a FPU

The Disk Initialization Package now creates an MFS di sk when the size

of the volume is exactly 800 bl ocks (400K), instead of doing so on sizes
| ess than or equal to 800 blocks. This is to prevent RAM di sks that are
smal l er than 800 bl ocks frombeing formatted as MFS volunes. It is

i npossible to create a RAM disk with exactly 800 bl ocks.

The Notification Manager has been changed to call IdleUpdate when
NMnstall is called (on portables) to wake the system up when a
notification is about to be posted.



- Enabl es powerdown nessages on Quadra 900 and RAM di sk. The war ni ng
code, "has files on it and will be erased if you shut down" was added to
t he Shutdown Manager. Also, all open video drivers are closed before
the power is killed at _Shutdown.

- Support for Quadra and PowerBook sound hardware and internal sound input
source selection was added to the Sound Manager

- The backlight driver was upgraded to work with the PowerBook famly.
- Set Handl eSi ze was fixed for all 32-bit nenory managers.
Gener al

- Various strings and dialogs, required in the support of the new systens,
wer e added.

- Several minor changes that reduce the overall size of the run tine system
heap were nade to conpensate for the menory required by the new CPU
support.

- The Installer script file has been substantially revised to address the
needs of the new systens.
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
