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Can the System 7.x Installer that is shipped on a floppy disk or COD ROM do a
network install?
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Yes. There is only one version of the Installer and it can be setup to perform
a network installation. This same process works for all versions of System?7.

This is how you do it:
1) Create a folder called Net Install on a shared vol une.

2) Drag all disk imges needed for the installation (all disks except the
Di sk Tools disk) to the Net Install folder. A folder will be created
inside the Net Install folder that corresponds to each diskette.

3) Drag the Installer and the Install script fromthe Install Me First or
Install 1 diskette to the top level of the Net Install folder

4) The Net Install folder is now prepared for renpte users to use for
perform ng systemsoftware installations. Once they log into the renote
vol unme, they double click the Installer icon and the installation
process will run.
